Social Emotional Development & Why is it so important?

One area that Early Childhood Education focuses on is Social Emotional
development, many may argue that it is the most important area for children
(and adults) to foster and grow.

What is social emotional development? Well, it is the ability to form close and
secure relationships; experience, regulate and express emotions; explore the
environment and learn 8 all within the context of family, community and culture.

Without the foundation of strong social emotional skills, one may have
difficulty forming strong relationships; lack communication skills; mismanage
emotions; have low self -confidence;
difficulty problem solving and learning.

So how do you develop these skills? The
most successful way is to provide your child
with many opportunities to interact with
peers. With you by there side, you can
guide them through social conflicts and give
them the communication skills necessary
for them to express their feelings, their
needs as well as phrases to use when in a
social conflict.

Remember, talk fo your child, not at them and let them make mistakes, as long
as you are there to help them solve their mistake (not fix it for them!).
